Regular Meeting
Mayor Thomas C. Hoye, Jr. presiding
Prayer was offered by the Mayor
Present at roll call were: Councilor’s Croteau, Carr, Pottier, Quinn, McCaul
Dermody, Borges, and Marshall
Councilor Cleary was absent

Record of preceding meeting was read by Title and Approved. So Voted.

Motion was made to go out of the regular order of business to Recommendations
adopted to reflect the votes as recorded in Committee Reports. So Voted.

Councilor Pottier stated that as it was publicized last week, the Committee on Police and
License met for promotional interviews for one Captain’s position. He stated that the
reason why they did interviews, which is unusual, is because there were ties among the
list. He stated that he along with Councilors McCaul, Borges and Council President
Quinn were in attendance at the Police Station for a number of hours to meet with three
gentlemen; Lt. McCabe, Lt. McCarthy and Sgt. Borges. He stated that while the vote was
unanimous in the Committee, it no way reflects the difficult decision that they had to
make and the quality of the applicants. The Committee did vote unanimously to offer the
promotion to Lt. McCabe for the Captain’s position. On a roll call vote, eight (8)
Councilors present, eight (8) Councilors voting in favor. Motion was made to invite
Lt. McCabe and his family into the enclosure. So Voted. Lt. McCabe was then sworn
in by the City Clerk. Councilor Pottier stated that it speaks volumes for the applicants
that Lt, McCarthy and Sgt. Borges were here to wish Captain McCabe well, Motion was
made to accept the Committee on Finance and Salaries and the Committee on
Public Property reports from today. So Voted.

Motion was made to return to the regular order of business. So Voted.

Communications from the Mayor:

Mayor Hoye reminded everyone that on Friday, August 26, 2016 from 6pm-9pm, the End
of Summer Festival will be held to replace the 4™ of July Festival which was rained out.
He spoke about how it will be the same line up of entertainment and it will be a great
family event being held at Hopewell Park. He hopes that everyone will come and enjoy
the end of the summer event, Mayor Hoye stated that the #thisisTaunton re-branding
campaign and community contest has been extended. He spoke about how there has been
several great projects that have come in but they have gotten a lot of phone calls to ask if
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it can be extended. It will run until Liberty and Union Weekend. He thanked all who
have contributed thus far.

Communications from City Officers:

Com. from Executive Director of Retirement advising of the retirement for
Superannuation of John Reardon, an employee of the Taunton Police Department on
August 31, 2016 under the provisions set forth in Section #5 of Chapter 32 of the General
Laws of Massachusetts. Motion was made to move approval and send a scroll and
appropriate letter of thanks to Mr. Reardon for all of his years of service. So Voted.
Mayor Hoye spoke about how he has had quite a career. He will be missed and has done
a great job for the City of Taunton.

Com. from Taunton Police Dive Team Commander Sergeant Matt McCaffrey notifying
that Paul Rocha of R&F Towing and Recovery, of 35 Dana Street, Taunton has
generously donated much needed tow straps to the City of Taunton’s Police Dive Team.
Motion was made to receive and place on file and send a thank you letter to R&F
Towing. So Voted.

Com. from City Auditor stating that the office is currently finalizing the encumbrances
and vear end transfers for City departments as of June 30, 2016, She wishes to present
this information to the Municipal Council Committee on Finance and Salaries at the
meeting scheduled for August 16, 2016. She will be present at the meeting in case there
are any questions regarding the encumbrances and/or transfers, to help expedite the
approval process of these items. Motion was made to receive and place on file. So

Voted.

Com, from Chairman, Taunton Planning Board stating that they have received a Site Plan
Review for property at 207 Hart Street for the construction of 2 proposed parking lots
(113 spaces & 56 spaces) with all drainage appurtenances, submitted by Bristol Plymouth
Technical School. The DIRB will meet to review this petition on Tuesday, August 23,
2016 at 9:00AM in the Taunton Planning Board Office, 15 Summer St., Annex Bldg.,
and the Taunton Planning Board will meet to review this petition on Thursday,
September 1, 2016 at 5:30PM in the Chester R Martin Municipal Council Chambers, 141
Qak St., Taunton, MA, Motion was made to receive and place on file. So Voted.

Com. from Chairman, Taunton Planning Board notifying that they have received a Site
Plan Review for property at 70 Weir Street for the operation of a 30 foot Food Trailer,
submitted by Robert Asack, Trustee of Matthew Realty Trust. The DIRB will meet to
review this petition on Tuesday, August 23, 2016 at 9:30AM in the Taunton Planning
Board Office, 15 Summer Street, Annex Bldg., and the Taunton Planning Board will
meet to review this petition on Thursday, September 1, 2016 at 5:30PM in the Chester R
Martin Municipal Council Chambers, 141 Oak St., Taunton, MA. Motion was made to
receive and place on file. So Voted.

Com. from Commissioner, Parks, Cemeteries and Public Grounds stating that the Liberty
& Union Plaza located on Main Street in Taunton is in much need for upgrades to comply
with ADA requirements as well as public safety. This park was dedicated in 1980 and
the entire arca is now obsolete and in serious need for improvement. The current cement
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structure design is no longer appropriate for today’s use. The Park & Recreation
Commission is proposing that we remove all elevated cement areas as well as the picnic
table area to the left of this park. Once the area is completely level, we would then
redesign the area as an open grass area to be used for outdoor community events
(concerts, movies, outdoor lunch). This open space area will then allow for increased
visibility, which will make police monitoring more effective. Motion was made to
receive and place on file and suggest to Ms. Greene if they are going to redesign it as
an open grass area that they install an irrigation system. So Voted. Councilor
Borges thanked Ms. Greene and the Mayor’s Office for taking action on the underutilized
park. She thinks that it is a great idea to level it off. Mayor Hoye stated that it is an area
that has become obsolete. It has been a magnet for unsavory activity at night. It is time
that we move forward and we will work with a school to redesign it or it will be done in
house. He thinks that it can be gated to keep people out at night and to protect it. It can
be used for movies and picnics and so many other events. Council President Quinn stated
that she has had some conversations with Ms. Greene and they have some great ideas for
its use. She wanted to express her support for that project.

Com. from City Solicitor stating that the City and the Tribe entered into a Memorandum
of Understanding in November 2015 regarding the provisions of police, fire and
emergency medical services. The initial agreement was for a term of 90 days. In
February 2016, the agreement was extended for a period of six months, and is set to
expire on August 10, 2016. The recent decision by the Federal trial court in the casino
litigation did not order the land to be taken out of trust, There is a real concern that,
should the agreement lapse, the City’s police and fire personnel will have no authority to
enter upon the land in question. It is, therefore, in the City’s best interest for it to be
crystal clear that the City’s public safety personnel have the authority to enter and take
action upon the subject land. To that end, an extension of the MOU is clearly desirable.
Of course, in the event that the land is taken out of trust and conveyed to the Tribe, the
land will become subject to the jurisdiction of the City and be treated like any other
parcel of land in the City. It is the recommendation of the Law Department that the City
extend the MOU for a period of eight months. The original MOU along with a proposed
second amendment thereto are attached for your consideration. He respectfully request
that you approve the second amendment to the MOU and authorize the Mayor to execute
the same. Councilor Pottier stated that this is still currently under land in trust and
covered under the IGA that was signed with the tribe. He spoke about the real estate
PILT and asked if it has been paid. Mayor Hoye stated that it is due in November. The
City Solicitor stated that the closing was last fall and real estate taxes were collected.
The agreement with the Tribe provides for the PILT payment to be made on an annual
basis upon the anniversary. He stated that it is due this fall. Councilor Pottier asked if it
is taken out of trust, will it still be covered at least for a commercial rate. The City
Solicitor confirmed. Councilor Pottier stated that eight months seems a little random,
most agreements are for either 6 or 9 months, He is wondering if there is any
significance to the 8 months, The City Solicitor stated that we had realized that this
agreement needed to be approved even before the decision from the Trial Court had come
down. At that time, they had talked about the 8 months being an appropriate period of
time to end where the initial phase of construction was going to be complete. At that
time the parties would sit down and negotiate a different agreement because at that time
the Tribe would likely have more of its own presence of public safety on the properties.
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An agreement at that time may look a little different from this one but even after the
decision came down they decided to stick with the 8 months. It could coincide with the
time that the decision on an appeal was made. It will probably be a little longer than that.
Councilor Croteau stated that he has some questions about comments that have been
made to him as well as the status of the judge’s words. As far as this is concerned, the
payment is going to be made on the assessed valuation of the property as it sits which
does not have any buildings. He asked if someone knows the amount of money that is
expected to be received in November. Mayor Hoye stated that it is equal to the tax
money that we would have received if the buildings were still there. The City Solicitor
stated that it will be based on the assessed value of the property with the buildings still on
it, not on the assessed value now. Councilor Croteau wanted to discuss the wording of
the Judge’s decision, He stated that he is reading that the judge did not take it out of the
trust but his ruling was that the Bureau of Indian Affairs/Department of the Interior did
not have the authority to make the decision it made to put the land in trust. He is thinking
that the judge neither approved nor disapproved the decision, it is still in trust. However,
unless a change takes place the Wampanoag Tribe cannot operate a gaming facility on
that land. Motion was made to move to approve. So Voted.

Communications from Citizens:

Com. from Supervisor of Buildings and Grounds, Bristol-Plymouth Regional Technical
School, 207 Hart St., Taunton requesting a waiver for the Site Plan Review fee of
$500.00 charged by the City of Taunton’s Planning Board. This fee is for the Site Plan
Review of a new parking lot expansion located on the School’s property at 207 Hart
Street, Taunton, MA. Councilor Carr stated that she will vote no on this because of the
one building project that she was involved with which was the stadium, when she was
chair of the Committee on Public Property, the school district was required to pay any
regular City fees that were charged. She stated that if our own school system in our own
City is paying the fees, Bristol Plymouth should pay their fees as well. Motion is made to
deny the request. Councilor Pottier stated that he would like to know definitively if we
did charge for the stadium project. He thinks that if we paid for it for our own stadium
then Bristol Plymouth should also be charged. He would like to get that information
from either the School Department or the Building Department. Mayor Hoye stated that
he waives a lot of the smaller inspections for Bristol Plymouth. He stated that he would
like to see what other communities do in similar situations. He spoke about bid specs and
if they include all fees or appropriate licenses that have to be paid. He tries to get that
clarified up front. Councilor Carr made a motion to table this for a week in order for
Bob Pirozzi to provide the Council with what fees have been paid by City
Departments. So Voted. Councilor Croteau stated that approximately 40% of Bristol
Plymouth’s enrollment is from Taunton. He would be opposed to waive the fee.

Com. from Dennis Proulx, Vice President, Taunton Area Vietnam Veterans Association
extending an invitation to their 34™ Annual POW/MIA Remembrance Vigil. This will be
held on 1 Church Green Taunton, MA beginning noontime Saturday, September 17" and
conclude with a closing ceremony at noon Sunday, the 18", This year’s ceremony will
be a special event. Secretary of Veterans Affairs Francisco Urena will be the keynote
speaker. Sect. Urena and Rep. Shaunna O’Connell will present 50" Anniversary Pins to
arca Vietnam vets. Area legislators are also invited to attend. The vigil begins on
September 17™ at noon and ends on September 18" with the ceremony at 12pm. The

public is invited to drop by at any time and encouraged to attend the 12pm ceremony on
September 18", Motion was made to receive and place on file and place on the City’s
website. So Voted.

Communications in the hands of Councilors:

Councilor Croteau read a Com. from Senator Marc R. Pacheco which was to inform the
Council of the override of several of the Governor’s budget vetoes concerning the City of
Taunton. The Senate initiatives which he put forth, which were vetoed by the Governor,
have been restored, providing funding to many essentials services which concern our
City, including $40,000 for the Taunton Opioid Task Force, $275,000 for the Taunton
Life Sciences Center, and $50,000 for the Taunton Animal Care Facility. Motion was
made to receive and place on file and send a thank you letter to Senator Pacheco
and the Legislature for their continuing efforts on behalf of the City. So Voted.

Petitions:

Petition submitted by Shane Bryant, 107 Broadway, Raynham requesting a new Junk
Collector and Junk Dealer License for One Way Recycling located at 22 Fifth Street
Rear, Taunton, Motion was made to refer to the Committee on Police and License
and the Chief. So Voted.

Claim submitted by Richard Capelo, 236 Williams St., Ext.,, Taunton seeking
reimbursement for damages to his automobile due to a large limb breaking off a City tree
across the road from his driveway and hitting his vehicle. Motion was made to refer to
the Law Department. So Voted.

Committee Reports:
Motion was made for Committee reports to be read by Title and Approved. So Voted.

Ovrders, Ordinances and Resolutions:
Ordinance for a second reading to be passed to a third reading

AN ORDINANCE

Chapter 12
Licenses and Miscellaneous Business Regulations
Sec. 12-4

Be it ordained by the Municipal Council of the City of Taunton as follows:

SECTION 1. That section 12-4 of Revised Ordinances of the City of Taunton be
amended by inserting, after paragraph (h), a new paragraph (i) as follows:

(i) Authority. This ordinance is promulgated in accordance with Massachusetts
General Law, c. 6, §172B% and Public Law 92-544.
SECTION 2. All ordinances or parts thereof inconsistent herewith are hereby
repealed. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passage. Motion
was made to approve the second reading and move to a third reading. So Voted.



Order for a first reading to be passed to a second reading

Ordered That,

$649,000.00 is appropriated to pay costs of developing a public park, for
recreational purposes, along the Taunton River, expected to be known as the Weir
Village Riverfront Park, belonging to the City of Taunton (the "City"), located at 414
West Water Street, and shown on Assessor's Map 92, Parcel 331, including, but not
limited to, a walking path, new lighting, and public access, and all other costs incidental
and related thereto (the "Project"), for which project the City has been awarded a grant
from The Commonwealth of Massachusetts (the “Commonwealth”) through its Parkland
Acquisitions and Renovations for Communities ("PARC") grant program, the Treasurer,
with the approval of the Mayor, is authorized to borrow $649,000 under G.L. c.44,
§7(25) or any other enabling authority, provided that the amount authorized to be
borrowed for the Project shall be reduced by the amount of grants, reimbursements and/or
any other funds available to pay costs of the Project, received prior to the issuance of
bonds or notes for the Project;

That said Project be developed for municipal purposes, namely open space and recreation
purposes, under the provisions of G.L. c¢.45, §14, as it may hereafter be amended, and
other Massachusetts statutes relating to recreation, to be managed and controlled by the
Parks, Cemeteries and Public Grounds Commission of the City;

That the Mayor be authorized to file on behalf of the City any and all applications or
agreements deemed necessary for grants and/or reimbursements from the Commonwealth
under the Urban Self-Help Act (301 CMR 5.00) and to accept any such grants and/or
other monies; and that the Mayor be authorized to enter into all agreements and to accept
any other grants and sources of funding for the Projects, and execute any and all
instruments as may be necessary on behalf of the City to affect said Project; and

That the Treasurer is authorized to file an application with the appropriate officials of the
Commonwealth to qualify under Chapter 44A of the General Laws any and all bonds of
the City authorized by this Order, and to provide such information and execute such
documents as such officials of the Commonwealth may require in connection therewith.
Motion was made to approve the first reading and move to a second reading. So
Voted.

Order for a first reading to be passed to a second reading

Ordered That,

$535,000.00 is appropriated for the cost of environmental remediation of
hazardous materials from the former F.B. Rogers Silver Factory, belonging to the
City of Taunton (the "City"), located at 414 West Water Street, and shown on
Assessor's Map 92, Parcel 331, including but not limited to, excavation of
impacted soils, sampling, offsite disposal of soils, removal and disposal of
subsurface concrete, and all other costs incidental and related thereto; that to meet
this appropriation the Treasurer with the approval of the Mayor is authorized to
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borrow $535,000 under G.L. c.44, §7(25) or §7(32) or any other enabling
authority;

That the Mayor be and is hereby authorized to enter into any and all contracts and other
agreements necessary for the remediation of hazardous materials from the former F.B.
Rogers Silver Factory, and is further authorized to take any and all other action
necessary to carry out the terms, purposes, and conditions to administer any such
contracts or agreements, and to effectuate the purposes of this Order; and

That the Treasurer is authorized to file an application with the appropriate officials of The

Commonwealth of Massachusetts (the “Commonwealth™) to qualify under Chapter 44A
of the General Laws any and all bonds of the City authorized by this Order, and to
provide such information and execute such documents as such officials of the
Commonwealth may require in connection therewith. Motion was made to approve the
first reading and move to a second reading. So Voted. Councilor Marshall asked
Kevin Shea if the $535,000 would be reimbursed through his office. Mr. Shea stated that
he is correct and it will be paid on an annual basis. They are allowed to do their own
underwriting. Typically, they do 0%, 20 year loans which would be amortized through
the Economic Development Block Grant Program. Councilor Marshall stated that we
received a grant for the park and then Mr. Shea’s Office, under their federal
reimbursement program will reimburse the City for the $535,000 so it will be zero dollars
out of the City’s budget. Mr. Shea confirmed. Mayor Hoye spoke about the
revitalization of the Weir Section of the City.

Mayor Hoye stated that there has been a lot of talk about how the pond at Memorial Park
has dried up due to the drought. He spoke about how it was filled in the past and due to
conservation regulations, you cannot put treated water into ponds. They have been
looking for solutions to that, Mr. Cornaglia, the Parks, Cemeteries and Public Grounds
Department and Jack Hammond have been looking into placing a well there to take care
of it in the summertime to keep the water levels up. They are also looking to replace the
pillars out front and really get a clean-up effort going on there.

New Business:
Councilor Pottier motioned to refer to the City Clerk to request a Police Lieutenant
and Police Sergeant List. So Voted.

Councilor Pottier asked the City Solicitor if there is an ordinance limiting the amount of
yard sales that a resident can have. The City Solicitor was not sure and the Mayor stated
that it has been talked about before. Motion was made to refer to the Committee on
Police and License to be added to the agenda in the next couple of weeks. So Voted.

Councilor Pottier spoke about the railroad tracks near the bus station on Oak Street
especially the sidewalk areas on both sides particularly for wheelchairs. He stated that a
gentleman was trapped there on his way to the bank. Motion was made to refer to the
DPW to see if it is something that they could work on or refer to CSX. Councilor
McCaul made a motion to refer to the DPW to repaint the crosswalk in that direct
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area. So Voted. Mayor Hoye stated that we are scheduled to work in conjunction with
Gatra regarding that area. Councilor Borges stated that she could submit a claim tonight
so they can get on it right away.

Councilor Pottier spoke about the update on South Coast Rail and MassDOT on Monday
and has referred the actual presentation to the Mayor and the Council President. Motion
was made to refer to the Committee of the Whole. So Voted. He asked the Mayor if
public meetings will be held through his office for the towns of Fall River, New Bedford
and Taunton. He stated that he will submit the Power Point presentation to the Council.
Mayor Hoye stated that he spoke to the secretary about 6 weeks ago and she mentioned
that she will be holding a public meeting here in Taunton for our constituents. He stated
that personally he does not support the Middleboro route unless some things change. He
doesn’t think that it is worth the Commonwealth’s investment. He spoke about a Canton
alternative that has been talked about by Senator Pacheco. Councilor Pottier stated that
the Middleboro route would only have one station in Taunton.

Councilor Borges made a motion to refer to the Safety Officer to the area of where Cedar
Street and Main Street intersect. There have been a lot of issues there early in the
morning up until 12pm with cars being parked on both sides of the street. Motion was
made to refer to the Safety Officer to possibly put no parking signs there from a
certain time, Also, to refer to the Police Department to police that area a little bit
more during those hours. So Voted. She spoke about how it has become a real
problem with people hanging out there and cars being everywhere.

Councilor Borges made a motion to refer the issue of the American Legion on Cedar
Street to the Board of Health and to the Zoning Enforcement Officer because the
place is so full of trash and overgrowth. So Voted.

Council President Quinn wanted to remind everyone that the Board of Health is having
their Sharps Day on Saturday, August 20" from 8am-12pm at 45 School Street for any
needles or syringes from Taunton residents.

Councilor Croteau spoke about the parking lot next to the Public Library which is in need
of landscaping help. Motion was made to refer to the Parks, Cemeteries and Public
Grounds Department and the Parking Commission. So Voted.

Councilor Croteau stated that it is in his opinion that in such time as someone changes
what is happening in the Court with Project First Light, that the Wampanoag Tribe will
not be able to operate a gaming operation. The Judge, according to the City Solicitor, did
not take the situation out of trust. It was said that the Bureau of Indian Affairs
overstepped its authority. He spoke about the City Solicitor’s letter and how the
Department of Justice and the Department of the Interior are meeting to try to figure out a
way of making the approach where the judge will not think it is overstepping someone’s
authority. Councilor Croteau thinks it needs to be understood that this involves the trust
and this involves the sovereignty of a piece of property. If the trust no longer exists, that
is the final decision. Then Operation First Light can still apply to the State Gaming
Commission for a license. He spoke about possibilities that could take place and hopes it
is clarified soon.



Councilor McCaul wanted to remind the Council and the people at home that on
Saturday, August 20, 2016 from 1lam-4pm, the Churches in the Park will be taking
place. Motion was made to place on the City’s website. Councilor Borges stated that it
is already on there.

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER AT 6:30 P.M.

1. MEET FORPOLICE PROMOTIONAL INTERVIEWS
THE CHAIRMAN NOTED THAT TYPICALLY THE COMMITTEE DOES NOT DO PROMOTIONAL
INTERVIEWS BUT THE SCORES WERE SO CLOSE THAT IT WAS REFERRED TO THIS COMMITTEE
FOR INTERVIEWS.
THE CHIEF WAS NOT PRESENT, AND HE IS NOT MAKING A RECOMMENDATION AS HE DOES NOT
HAVE A PREFERENCE AS ALL ARE EXCELLENT CANDIDATES.
COUNCILOR MCCAUL ASKED TO HAVE THE CAPTAINS PRESENT — WARISH AND SILVIA — SPEAK
TO THE COMMITTEE FIRST BUT OTHER COMMITTEE MEMBERS DID NOT WANT TO PUT THEM
ON THE SPOT.
THE FIRST INTERVIEW WAS WITH SERGEANT DARRELL BORGES. MR. BORGES WAS BORN AND
RAISED IN TAUNTON AND PARTICIPATES IN MANY COMMUNITY EVENTS. HE TOOK THE
CAPTAIN’S TEST BECAUSE IT WAS OFFERED TO SERGEANTS. HE ALSO TOOK THE LIEUTENANTS
TEST. HE SAID IT IS NOT A GREAT DIFFERENCE AS FAR AS RESPONSIBILITY. HE HAS GOOD
RELATIQONSHIPS WITHIN THE DEPARTMENT. HE ALSO SAID THAT YOU NEED TO EARN THE TRUST
OF FELLOW OFFICERS AND FEELS THAT HE HAS DONE THAT. HE HAS TAKEN THE COMMUNITY
CRISIS INTERVENTION TRAINING (CCIT) AND SAID THAT DEALING WITH A MENTAL HEALTH
PERSON IS DIFFERENT THEN OTHERS. ARRESTING THE PERSON IS NOT THE WAY TO GO, YOU
NEED TO GET THEM HELP. HE BELIEVES IN COMMUNITY POLICING BUT IT IS DIFFERENT NOW
THEN IT WAS BEFORE, BUT THE DEPARTMENT DOES NOT HAVE THE STAFF TO DO THIS NOW
EITHER. HE IS LEVEL HEADED AND HAS COMMON SENSE.
THE SECOND INTEVIEW WAS WITH DETECTIVE LIEUTENANT DANIEL MCCABE. HE CAME TO
TAUNTON 20 YEARS AGO FROM ANOTHER DEPARTMENT. HE HAS WRITTEN SOME POLICIES

AND NOW 6 OFFICERS HAVE BEEN CERTIFIED. HE ALSO CO-FOUNDED THE SOUTHEASTERN
MASS. LAW ENFORCEMENT COUNCIL CRITICAL INCIDENT STRESS TEAM. HE HAS BEEN ON THE
EXECUTIVE BOARD FOR THE SUPERVISORY UNJON AND IS NOW THE PRESIDENT. HEIS
APPROACHABLE, WILLING TO LISTEN AND IS FAIR BUT WILL ACT IF NECESSARY. HE ALSO SAID
THAT HE EEELS THERE IS A NEED FOR MORE DISCIPLINE IN THE DEPARTMENT. OFFICERS DO
NOT KNOW WHAT IS EXPECTED OF THEM — THERE ARE NO EVALUATIONS. HE HAS ATTENDED
THE CCIT. HE ALSO SAID THAT YOU NEED TO HAVE THE RIGHT PEOPLE ATTEND THE CRIME
WATCH MEETINGS. HE IS OPEN, HONEST AND APPROACHABLE. HE IS A LIFELONG TAUNTON
RESIDENT SO HE IS INVESTED IN THE COMMUNITY. HE HAS NOT WRITTEN ANY DEPARTMENT
POLICIES HIMSELF BUT HAS PROVIDED INPUT. HE ALSO SAID THAT HE FEELS THAT ANNUAL
REVIEWS WOULD IMPROVE MORALE IN THE DEPARTMENT.

ALL THREE CANDIDATES EXPRESSED THEIR APPRECIATION FOR THE COUNCIL’S SUPPORT AND
ALL FEEL THAT MORE STAFFING IS NEEDED.

COUNCILOR BORGES SAID THAT SHE FEELS ALL THREE WERE GREAT CANDIDATES, BUT THAT
OFFICER MCCABE HAS THE MOST EXPERIENCE, HAS WRITTEN POLICIES AND IS THE STRONGEST
CANDIDATE, SO SHE WOULD SUPPORT HIM.

COUNCILOR MCCAUL SAID THAT HE HAS MET WITH ALL THREE CANDIDATES AND WOULD VOTE
FOR OFFICER MCCARTHY BECAUSE HE IS A TAAUNTON RESIDENT, HOWEVER DANIEL MCCABE
BRINGS A LOT TO THE TABLE WITH HIS ADMINISTRATIVE DUTIES. HE WISHES THAT THEY COULD

COUNCILOR QUINN SAID THAT OFFICER MCCABE HAS BETTER QUALIFICATIONS, AND NOTED
THAT THE CHIEF CAN WORK WITH ALL THREE OF THEM OTHERWISE HE WOULD HAVE SAID SO.
COUNCILOR POTTIER SAID IT IS A CLOSE DECISION, BUT DUE TO THE TIME ON THE FORCE AND
EDUCATION HE WOULD RECOMMEND DANIEL MCCABE AS THE ADMINISTRTIVE CAPTAIN.

MOTION: TO RECOMMEND TO THE FULL COUNCIL THE PROMOTION OF DETECTIVE
LIEUTENANT DANIEL MCCABE TO CAPTAIN IN THE TAUNTON POLICE
DEPARTMENT.

THIS WAS VOTED ON AND PASSED BY UNANIMOUS VOTE OF THE COMMITTEE. SO VOTED.

1. MEET WITH THE CITY SOLICITOR’S OFFICE AND CITY ENGINEER TO DISCUSS POTENTIAL LAND
TAKINGS FOR HARTS FOUR CORNERS REDESIGN CONSTRUCTION PROJECT
The City Solicitor said that they wanted to give the Council advanced notice of this because last
week on the Council agenda was his notice that he was going to be asking for a vote on August
30™. There are a total of 56 parcels that are impacted by this and he provided a spreadsheet
that lists the parcel number, title reference and whether it is permanent or temporary easement
and what the appraisals have come out at. At this point in time, all of the affected property
owners have received notice from his office with the amount that is intended to be paid.
The City Solicitor also said that they have an agreement with the Mashpee Wampanaoag Tribe
that they are required to pay for the cost of these land acquisitions. Right now the total amount
is $776,460.00. The agreement says that they have to deposit that with the City prior to the
vote being taken. The City Solicitor has been in contact with them and their legal team and they
state that they fully intend to comply with the agreement and send the money. In fact, they
actually asked to include one parcel of land at 57 Stevens Street that is obviously not part of the
Harts Four Corners project but it is a small parcel of land that directly abuts their service
driveway.
Councilor Borges asked when the notices went out to the property owners.
The City Solicitor said they went out about 10 days ago.
Councilor Borges asked if 57 Stevens Street had to be done now or is it something that they
could revisit at a later time.
The City Solicitor said it is entirely up to the Council to approve all, one or none of these takings.
The City Engineer said that the 57 Stevens Street parcel is so that they can start the road work
on Stevens Street adjacent to the casino site. That is on the same side of Stevens Street as the
site itself. It is the only one that is necessary right now to start construction. There are parcels
further down Stevens Street and also on the other side that will need to be taken as well but it is
not critical at this point.
Councilor Quinn said that the 57 Stevens Street is a pretty good size temporary easement area,
and asked if that was because it is a lot of frontage.
The City Engineer said right now the access to the parcel is off to the side and because the
casino does not want to have a private drive on their service road they want to relocate the
driveway out onto Stevens Street itself. They need to reconstruct the driveway.
Councilor Quinn asked if this property owner had received the notice with everyone else and if
there was any word back from the property owner.
The City solicitor said he has not heard back from that property owner.

Councilor Pottier said that the Harts Four Corners Intersection was one that was going to be
done anyway, so were the improvements made larger or more intricate because of the casino,
because this was a bad intersection anyway. This was going to be done regardless, correct?
The City Solicitor said it was going to be done regardless, and there was a previous design that
had been approved by Mass Highway, or at least the 25% plans had been, that were not as
broad on the Harts Four Corners intersection. When this project came up they informed the
Tribe that it was important to the City to have the wider version, so they redid the engineering
as a result, so that on all 4 approaches there will be a left turn lane, a through lane and a right
hand turn lane. Previously plans before Project First Light came along, two of the approaches
were going to have those 3 lanes, but the 2 Hart Street approaches were going to have 2
approach lanes.

Councilor Pottier asked what if someone contests the land takings?

The City Solicitor said this is clearly for a public purpose so really the only way to stop the actual
acquisition of the land by the City is to successfully convince a Court that this is not a public
purpose. There can be no question about that. Once the taking has been approved by the
Council and recorded, then the clock starts ticking for any affected property owner who believes
that the amount offered by the City is insufficient, and they can petition the court to try to
-increase the amount of damages.

The City Solicitor said that he has no reason to believe that the Tribe is not going to pay the City
the money beforehand but for some reason if they do not, the City still needs to do this project
and the money will need to be spent out of the City Treasury or else this project is not going to
happen and the Federal funding will be lost if the City does not acquire the land.

Councilor Marshall noted that this project is on the TIP which is a combination of Federal and
State, but that the City was always on the hook for the land takings, not the construction part of
it. When the Tribe came in the City was able to negotiate that they pay for the land takings. If
the Tribe backs out, the City would still have to take the land to make the improvements.

This project will be advertised probably in September so construction will not start until the
Spring of 2017. The final plans were delivered to Mass DOT today.

Councilor Carr asked if all four corners had takings.

The City Engineer said that every corner has takings to some extent — some more then others.
Councilor Carr said that she vaguely remembers that when the CVS corner was done that there
was going to be money from the Thomas's to do land takings.

The Chairman said that his understanding was that there was some money set aside but that he
thinks that was what was used to get to the 25% design plan.

Councilor Carr asked if this was done on a formula, was this particular corner worth more then
this particular corner? She also asked if the people on the chart could see this chart and would
they know what other people are getting.

The City Engineer said that they get a report and that an appraisal was done by Mr. Claude
Giroux and an independent appraisal was also done.

A second motion was also made by the Committee:

MOTION: TO SEND A POSITIVE RECOMMENDATION OF SCHEDULE A PROVIDED BY THE
CITY SOLICITOR OF ALL 56 PARCELS AS LISTED FOR AUGUST 30™.

On discussion, Councilor Carr asked if for some reason the Tribe were to pull out would we still

do Stevens Street. ‘

The Chairman said that he assumes they will know by August 30" because there has to have

verification of the money prior to the meeting to be held on August 30", The written

agreements requires that the money be in hand for the vote.

The City Solicitor noted that if the Tribe backs out, the City has to still acquire this land or the

project would be in serious jeopardy and that they need the Council’s approval by August 30",

The Tribe is aware of their obligation under the agreement.

Councilor Pottier said it would be helpful if there was a communication from MassDOT that this

had to be done by such and such a date, and if it could be shared with the Council.

THE MOTION WAS VOTED ON AND SO VOTED.
