Regular Meeting
Mayor Thomas C. Hoye, Jr. presiding

Mayor Hoye introduced Mrs. Ruggerio’s Fifth Grade Class from Friedman Middle
School to lead the Council in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Prayer was offered by the Mayor
®Present at roll call were: Councilor’s Croteau, Carr, Pottier, Quinn, McCaul
Dermody, Borges, Cleary, and Marshall

Record of preceding meeting was read by Title and Approved. So Voted.

Communications from the Mayor:

Mayor Hoye announced Family 4™ Night which will be held at Hopewell Park on Friday,
July 1, 2016 from 6pm-9:30pm. The fireworks will go off at about 9:05pm, as soon as it
gets dark enough. From 6pm-7pm the Big Nazo will perform and from 7pm-9pm the
popular band Ball in the House will provide entertainment.

Mayor Hoye stated that some of the members of the Board of Directors at the Boys and
Girls Club are here to come forward to give a status report on their fundraising efforts.
Motion was made to invite them into the enclosure. So Voted. Mr. DaRosa, Mr.
Lopes and Mr, Ricciardi were present to speak. Mr. DaRosa stated that they are here to
let the Council and the Mayor know that they have raised $65,000.00 of their
$100,000.00 goal. He wanted to publically thank people and the companies who have
donated; he and Mr. Lopes then read a list of them. Mayor Hoye thanked them for their
contributions to the Boys and Girls Club and to the community as a whole.

Com. from the students in Mrs. Ruggiero’s Fifth Grade Friedman Middle School Class
requesting permission to name the spotted turtle wetlands adjacent to the school. Motion
was made to make part of the record. So Voted. Sophia Hoye, Kaysie DeMoura,
Troy Mendes, Conal Scully, and Carleigh Andrews were present and made a brief
presentation.  Councilor Carr congratulated them on their presentation and asked if
anyone has ever seen one of the spotted turtles in that area. Mrs. Ruggerio stated that she
has seen them. Councilor Carr stated that she is happy to support their request.
Councilor Cleary asked if they had a plan to put a sign up. They stated that they would
like to have a sign to make people aware that the Marjory Stoneman Douglas was raised
in Taunton. Councilor Cleary stated that it would be nice if they could design a
reasonably sized sign that we could get through the DPW along with a steel pole put up.
Councilor Cleary stated that the children could design it and have it placed where they
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would like. He stated that the DPW could work with Mrs. Ruggerio. Council President
Quinn thanked the children for the great job that they did. Council President Quinn
made a motion to name the spotted turtle wetlands adjacent to Friedman Middle
School as the Marjory Stoneman Douglas Spotted Turtle Sanctuary. Councilor
Carr made a motion that the City provides the funds necessary to create a sign for
the Sanctuary. So Voted. Councilor Croteau thanked the students and stated that
they should find a way of recording this and keeping it on file at the Friedman
School Library with all of the children’s names.

Mayor Hoye stated that there is a community fair on Saturday, June 11, 2016 from 12pm-
4pm in the parking lot of the Silver City Galleria. He read from a flyer that stated to
bring the whole family to explore emergency response vehicles courtesy of local law
enforcement and EMS agencies. Check out fire trucks, police cars and more up close and
hands on. Enjoy face painting, giveaways, music and more. Admission is free.

Councilor Cleary announced that he sent a notice announcing that there will be a Flag
Day Ceremony at the Taunton Lodge of Elks on June 16™ at 6pm. He stated that
everyone is invited, Mayor Hoye asked the City Clerk to make sure that this is placed on
the agenda next week.

Appointments:

Com. from Mayor Hoye writing to recommend the re-appointment of Barbara Auger to
the position of City Treasurer for a term of three (3) years in accordance with Article TV,
Section 6-67 of the Revised Ordinances of the City of Taunton. The term shall expire in
June of 2019. Motion was made to move approval. On a roll call vote, nine (9)
Councilors present, nine (9) Councilors voting in favor.

Communications from City Officers:

Com, from City Auditor requesting that $2,400.00 be transferred from available funds to
Unused Sick Buy back due to a potential shortfall in my Salary/Wages Budget as of June
30, 2016 due to a retirement in the office. Motion was made to refer to the Committee
on Finance and Salaries and the Mayor’s Office. So Voted.

Com. from Treasurer Collector requesting that $500,000.00 be transferred from School
Choice Improvement of Sites into School Capital Projects — Transfer from Other Funds.
The request represents the appropriation referenced under the Loan Authorization
approved by the Council and the Mayor dated September 15, 2014. The project is
complete and the High School Stadium debt of $1,200,000.00 was issued on December
11,2015. Motion was made to move approval. So Voted.

Com. from Commissioner, Parks, Cemeteries & Public Grounds requesting the
following: 1. Approval of the Municipal Council to transfer any account balance in the
current FY 15/16 Revolving Account to the FY 16/17 Revolving Account; 2. Request a
dollar limit not to exceed $325,000.00 from July 1, 2016 to June 30, 2017 to include:
Summer Program, Winter Program, Spring Program, Fall Program and Special Events-
Trips. Motion was made to move approval. So Voted.

Communications from Citizens:
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Com. from Joseph Grivers, Vice President, MassDevelopment will be considering
approval of a revenue bond financing for a Project being undertaken by Associates for
Human Services, Inc. located in Taunton. Motion was made to receive and place on

file. So Voted.

Petitions:

Petition submitted by Helder Freitas, 63 County St., Berkley requesting a renewal of his
Billiard Table License for Ward 5 Athletic Club, Inc. located at 29 Winter St., Taunton.
(2 Tables) Motion was made to refer to the Committee on Police and License and
the Chief. So Voted.

Communications in the hands of Councilors:

Councilor Croteau stated that he had received a memo from Thomas Workman relative to
the article that was in the Gazette about the sand and gravel operation on Berkley Street
in Taunton. He stated that he did make a motion to refer to the issue to the Council of
the Whole. He is asking in the memo as to when that meeting will be scheduled. Council
President Quinn stated that she also received the email and she did respond back that
after the Budget Hearings that would be scheduled and put on the agenda. Mayor Hoye
stated that they had a very productive meeting with the site owners and the operators and
he thinks that the major project that they were doing with Amazon in Fall River is pretty
much completed so business should return to somewhat normal. They are willing to
come in and discuss any issues. Council President Quinn stated that the people from
Redi-Mix, they did indicate that their hours have been returned to much more normal
hours and she would like to hear from neighbors as well that it is the case. She stated that
it was a rare instance with the amount of concrete required for the Amazon project. She
stated that the huge amount of concrete required that intensive use of the property. They
sounded more than willing to cooperate with the neighbors,

Councilor Croteau submitted a communication from John Brennan, Administrator,
Taunton Nursing Home stating that he is unable to supply an explanation to answer the
Committee on Finance and Salaries question. The Sundries Account is associated with
the personal needs fund for each resident. Residents spend their funds the way that they
want; we do not control their spending decisions. The resident’s privacy is protected
under HIPPA; please do not disclose names at open meetings or for the Council records.
Motion was made to refer to the Committee on Finance and Salaries. So Voted.

Councilor Croteau submitted a communication from the Friends of the Animal Care
Facility. It advised that there is an amount of work that has to be done to repair the
fencing on some of the kennels and the Friends have contracted with In Line Fence in the
amount of $1698.00 to do repairs on the kennels and they will be paying it out of their
budget. This is just to notify the City that this work is going on,

Councilor Pottier made a motion for the IT Director to ask any Department
personnel who uploads pdf’s to the City’s website to post them in a searchable
format versus just a regular pdf. So Voted.

Council President Quinn has received a couple of communications from people regarding
the deterioration of the bridge and the graffiti at the Boyden Bird Sanctuary. Motion was
made to refer to the Committee on Public Property to see if a discussion can be held
on how to deal with that. So Voted. She asked if Parks, Cemeteries and Public
Grounds ever make it down there. Mayor Hoye stated that he spoke to Mrs. Greene
about it the other day and he believes that Sherriff Hodgson’s crews are coming out. He
stated that they are finishing up Memorial Park and that was their next stop, specifically
the bridge. He spoke about how they are also talking about razing the building.

Council President Quinn made a motion for the meetings during the months of July
and August to be held at the Elizabeth Pole School. So Voted. She spoke to the
School Superintendent and she said that it would be okay. Beginning with the meeting
being held on July 5™, the Council will meet there because of the hot weather.

Council President Quinn wanted to let everyone know that the Relay for Life will be held
this coming weekend from Friday into Saturday on June 11, 2016, The survivor’s walk
will begin at 6pm and when it gets dark there will be a candle light vigil. It is a very nice
tribute and memorial for people suffering from cancer and who have passed away from
cancer. It goes on all night. There are raffles and entertainment and the opportunity to
donate funds to fight cancer.

Councilor Dermody spoke about the Taunton Neighborhood Basketball League. He had
the opportunity a couple of weeks ago to be introduced to Paul Rogers from the Healthy
Body and Strong Minds. He ran this basketball league last summer at Hopewell Park for
free tor Taunton children. It will run from July 18, 2016 to August 25, 2016. Last year,
over 200 kids signed up and he is looking to increase it this year to two divisions; 16 and
under and 10 and under. It will run Mondays-Thursdays from 5pm-9pm. He has made
significant additions to the basketball courts at the park. He has a non-profit and if
anyone would like to help him out that would be great. Motion was made to refer to
the Chief of Staff to place on the website. So Voted. Mayor Hoye stated that it was a
great league last year. They are putting a lot of work in. Councilor Croteau asked if this
has been referred to the Parks, Cemeteries and Public Grounds. Mayor Hoye stated that
they approved it last year and also this year. Councilor Cleary stated that the league is
running a meat on a stick on Friday, June 24™ from 5pm-9pm at the PACC.

2. MEET WITH MEMBERS OF THE TAUNTON DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION FOR AN ANNUAL
UPDATE ON THE STATUS OF THE MYLES STANDISH INDUSTRIAL PARK AND LIBERTY AND
UNION INDUSTRIAL PARK
Mr. Ricciardi said that in the first 3 phases of Myles Standish Industrial Park, some of the big
things that have happened recently is that they have had the Globe go into the old Chadwick
space. That alone cut the vacancy rate in half. The IBEW has located into new space there and
they have established a great partnership with Wentworth Institute to bring some higher end
engineering type courses to some of their members. They have also had Dennis K. Burke
come in. They are keeping their storage type stuff up in the Chelsea area but are moving the
operations and headquarters to Taunton. They have been sold out there, but have been able to
have some nice new folks come in and fill some of the existing spaces.

Before speaking about Phases 4 and 5 and what they are doing with the Mass Development
Corp., he said that regarding the Liberty and Union Park, they were able to close with the
Mashpee Wampanoag tribe and the tribe was able to break ground on their casino project. On
the O'Connell Way side of the street they do not own anything. Across the street they have one
small lot left, just under 2 acres, to the left as you go in on Revolutionary Way. They are holding
on to that because they are not sure what the best use of that is going to be right now. Jordan’s
remains robust in there.

Regarding Phases 4 and 5 in the Myles Standish Industrial Park, which has become one of Mass
Development’s favorite projects in the entire state, he said that the Martinetti project is

going up quickly, they are 6 months ahead of schedule. The Silver City K-9 Center is up and
operating in there now, Columbia Gas and Sullivan Tire are also in there. Jobs, excise taxes, real
estate taxes are being paid and also they will be able to start the DIF fund in the next fiscal year.
Mr. Ricciardi also said Phase 4, where Martinetti is, has just about been sold out. Most of the
demolition has been done and they are now getting to the last building. They are also trying to
develop a business park along the pond there and they are being selective about the type of
building and the type of company. They recently had some great discussions with a company
south of Taunton, a manufacturing and research company that is looking for 50,000 square feet
with the ability to expand to 100,000 square feet, consolidating some of their manufacturing
space into Taunton. They have danced with the Purchase and Sales and the Offer sheets, and
they are pretty close last he knew. It looks very promising and would be a terrific addition. They
would be good long term tenants to our City and our park.

Mr. Santos said that with the Myles Standish industrial Park they anticipate that the new
valuation is going to exceed $300 Million and at the current $33.94 commercial rate, that will
yield in excess of $10 Million in real estate taxes, not counting any personal property taxes
and/or excise taxes. With the Boston Globe, they are anticipating there will be several hundred
jobs and of course the trucks and the personal property taxes will be tremendous for the City.
They are below 4% vacancy at Myles Standish Industrial Park.

Mr. Santos continued stating that regarding the Liberty and Union Park, there are some changes
of course because some of the buildings that were there that the City was getting real estate
taxes on are now part of the property that was transferred to the tribe. They anticipate that
the assessed value there will be about $55 Million and that will yield close to $2 Million in real
estate taxes. With the Dever project, at this point Sullivan Tire is there and operating, but with
Martinetti the assessed value there is only land because they are not occupying the building
yet. Columbia Gas has there maintenance facility there and the only other one occupied there is
Silver city K-9. Silver City K-9 was moved and Pioneer Way is going to be discontinued and

that will be kind of a driveway into the Martinetti project. The assessed value of the expansion
project is about $17 Million and that is close to about $600,000 in real estate taxes. He also said
as was noted, demolition is way ahead of schedule by about 6 months, and they are anticipating
as people come in and bid on land that it may shift a bit because wherever they want to go is
where the demolition will occur. He also said Bay State College is at the park, Wentworth
Institute is partnering with the IBEW which is a great project.

Mr. Ricciardi also mentioned that that the Taunton Development Corp. for at least the 20" year
has voted to award scholarships again this year, so they will be awarding 5 or 6 scholarships.
Mr. Dan DaRosa noted that they will be back in about three weeks to get the final three roads
accepted by the City. They recently put about $200,000 into John Quincy Adams Road to get it
up to City standards.

Mr. Ricciardi also said that late Mayor Charles Crowley had motioned that a memorial garden be
done somewhere at the entrance and that is coming along and will be to the right as you drive
in. The lights are up and the light cycle is being addressed.

Councilor Pottier asked if there was a status on the medical marijuana facility that was coming
into the Liberty and Union Park.

Mr. Santos said the only thing that they have heard is that there has been a site that has been
approved in Freetown that is quite large, so this may put a damper on this one.

Mr. DaRosa said he reached out to their attorney and he stated that what they are trying to do
is go before the DPH with a new design for their building, but he has not heard a whole lot. The
medical marijuana company does own the land.

Councilor Pottier asked where the money went that was received from the tribe for the
purchase of the land in East Taunton.

Mr. Ricciardi said as a non-profit 501C6 Land Development Corp. any money from sales stays in
the coffers and is usually used as a pay off or goes to the next project, but they had over $2
Million worth of debt to pay off over there. They had spent over $6 Million of their own money
to buy the land there, and with the economy what it was back then, there were no grants,

etc. for roadways, so they built Revolutionary Drive, which was $4 Million, on their own and

O’Connell Way on their own with some money and then they borrowed money so any funds
that came in went to pay down the loan.

Councilor Carr asked about the DIF agreement and wondered if it covered Phases 4 and 5 or just
Phase 4.

Mr. Ricciardi said that his recollection was that it is both. He also said it was a 10 year plan, they
are 4 % years into it and are at 85% plus sold, so the DIF should start taking place in the
following fiscal year.

Councilor Carr said that at this point no money has been received for the recreational land, and
apparently there is an issue with the actual DIF. Mr. Ricciardi said that he will check into the DIF
and the recreation land.

Councilor Carr also said that there needs to be a solution to the traffic back up at Myles Standish
Industrial Park, perhaps by adding another lane.

Mr. DaRosa said there is an existing traffic study going on right now and that issue is part of it.
Councilor Carr noted that if you went in the back gate on Bassett Street there is nothing but flat
land and asked if Martinetti owned that.

Mr. Ricciardi said they bought 112 acres so there is a lot of land around them that they own.
They want to make this spot in Taunton their headquarters for ever so that is why they bought
so much land, but they do plan on putting a buffer.
